• All sworn police personnel were issued and completed their annual qualifications with the new Glock handguns 
recently acquired with the trade-purchase agreement. 

• The Investigations Section served a search warrant on Hamilton Mason Road reference firearms and drugs.  
Charges pending. 

• The Investigations Section served a search warrant on Indian Meadows Drive reference an ongoing investigation.  
During the search, detectives located firearms even though the 
subjects were previously indicted on other charges.  A 
subsequent search warrant was served, additional firearms were 
recovered, and the subjects were arrested and indicted on new 
weapons charges. 

• Jordan Spain, one of two subjects involved in the 2018 murder 
of 16-year-old Sydney Garcia Tovar, was indicted for murder and 
felonious assault with gun specifications.  The case is pending in 
Butler County Common Pleas Court. 

• A 38-year-old male was charged with felony theft from Walmart 
after he stole over $1000 worth of merchandise.  The subject 
was also driving a stolen motor vehicle out of Hamilton which 
was subsequently recovered. 

• Male subject charged for multiple thefts from several stores in 
Bridgewater Falls, one of those being a felony offense. 

• The Investigations Section received multiple new sex crime 
investigations involving juvenile victims.
